What to Wear?

Gloves will be available for purchase at the first lesson for $5 — cash only.
**Please exercise good taste such as covered midriffs, covered shoulders,
dress shoes that your daughter can dance in as well as dance length
skirts. If a skirt is too short, girls feel uncomfortable twirling or moving.
No halter-tops, spaghetti straps or bare shoulders- or must be covered by
wearing a shrug or sweater.

Boys — are required to wear a sport coat, shirt and tie or nice shirt, tie and
sweater with dress shoes. Sweats, track pants, jeans, shorts, T-shirts, or
gym shoes are NOT permitted. Tie required.
